Mr. DeBrine reported that the snow plow blade recently purchased had been received and was
now installed on the GMC truck.

Meeting of the Palmyra Town Board was held at the Town Clerk's Office on Tuesday, April 16,
1929. Present: Harry L. Averill, Supervisor; Louis C. Ziegler, William H. Chapman, William E.
Spier, and Kingsley F. Y oung, Justices; and Harry E. Williamson, Town Clerk. The meeting
was called to order by the Supervisor, and the minutes of the previous meeting were read and
approved.

The matter of the purchase of a new gasoline roller was discussed at length. Town
Superintendent DeBrine stated that he was about ready to use the roller on his primary work, but
that new flues would have to be installed and other repairs made to the machine. A proposition
had been made to the Board by the Buffalo Springfield Roller Company whereby they would
allow the sum of $2000.00 for the Town's old roller towards a new ten-ton gasoline roller costing
$6440.00, including leveling blade, 9-tooth scarifier, full-length cab, full set of tools, two sets of
scarifier teeth, and spikes for wheels. The Board discussed the proposition at length. On motion,
aresolution was passed authorizing the purchase of the roller on the rental basisin accordance
with the following terms and the approval of the County Superintendent of Highways:

Tota Cost of Roller, Complete $6440.00

Allowance on Old Roller 2000.00

Cash Discount 440.00



Contract to be made out in the sum of $4000.00 and to be paid for on the rental basis at $20.00 a
day for every day theroller is used.

The matter of re-districting the Election Districts of the Town of Palmyra recommended by the
Election Commissioners, on account of the large registration and vote polled in District Nos. 1
and 2 was discussed at length. The Supervisor was instructed to confer with the Election
Commissioners regarding the matter and report at the next meeting.

Mr. Ziegler, Chairman of the Town Board of Assessors, stated that the Assessors had received a
communication from the State Tax Commission relative to the Board making a complete card
system of every taxpayer in the Town. Mr. Ziegler stated that the work would entail abig
expense to the Town. The Board discussed the proposition; and as it was learned that the State
Tax Commission had not ordered the work but was just making the suggestion, the matter was
lad on the table.

Meeting of the Town Board was held at the Town Clerk’s Office on Tuesday, April 30, 1929.
Present: Harry L. Averill, Supervisor; Louis C. Ziegler, William H. Chapman, William E. Spier,
and Kingsley F. Y oung, Justices, and Harry E. Williamson, Town Clerk. The meeting was
called to order by the Supervisor, and minutes of the last meeting were read and approved.

Health Officer R. A. Reeves appeared before the Board regarding an Antitoxin Meeting to be
held in PAmyrain the near future. The officer stated that the meeting would be for al the
children of the town and village and would be under the direction of the State Health
Department. Local doctors would assist in the work, and the Health Officer thought that the
local physicians should be alowed the sum of .25 for each inoculation. After discussion, a
resolution was adopted allowing each local physician the sum of .25 for each child inocul ated.

Town Superintendent DeBrine was present at the meeting and reported that the new gasoline
roller recently purchased of the Buffalo Springfield Roller Company had been unloaded, was
now in use on the highways, and that the machine had been properly covered by insurance. He
also stated that the old steamroller on which an allowance of $2000.00 had been given the Town
towards the purchase of the new roller had been delivered to the Buffalo Springfield Company,
and the insurance on the same cancelled.

Regarding the matter of re-districting the Town's Voting Districts taken up at the last meeting,
the Supervisor stated that in accordance with aresolution passed at the last meeting, he had
advised the Election Commissioners that the Commissioners advised the re-districting the large
registration in District Nos. 1 and 2 made it impossible for registration books sent out by the
Commissioners to properly handle such alarge list of registered voters. It was suggested that
Districts 1 and 2 be divided into four districts. The matter was discussed, and a tentative map
was drawn up dividing the present Districts 1 and 2 into four districts, leaving No. 3 intact as
present. A resolution was passed appointing a committee consisting of Justices Ziegler,
Chapman, and Spier plus the supervisor to re-arrange the districts in accordance with the plans
discussed and to make a report to the Board at a future meeting.



The matter of the allowance for the assessors' services was taken up and discussed. A resolution
was adopted fixing the assessors' allowance at $6.00 per day with no additional allowance for
automobile hire.

The Supervisor reported that he had received arefund from the County Treasurer in the sum of
$500.00, which was raised by tax for thetown's share of the State Highway Maintenance in
accordance with the new law, which relieved the towns of thistax. The check was deposited in
the General Town Fund as specified in the new law.

Town Superintendent DeBrine reported that he was still engaged in gravelling the town roads
and that he though he would have his preliminary work completed in time to begin the 320A
work about June 1st. He aso reported that he started a force of three men cutting weeds and
brush last week.

To be able to take up the report of the committee on re-districting the town, the meeting
adjourned until May 22, 1929. (signed) Harry E. Williamson, Town Clerk

Meeting of the PaAlmyra Town Board was held at the Town Clerk's Office on May 22, 1929.
Present: Harry L. Averill, Supervisor; Louis C. Ziegler, William H. Chapman, William E. Spier,
and Kingsley F. Young, Justices; and Harry E. Williamson, Town Clerk. The meeting was
called to order, and minutes of the last meeting were read and approved.

The special committee appointed to submit plans and details for re-districting of the Election
Districts of the Town of Palmyra submitted five to take the place of the old three districts with
boundaries, specifications, and other details. After careful consideration and discussion by the
Board, the plans submitted were approved. On motion of Mr. Y oung the following resolution
was adopted:
Wheress, the registration of voters and votes polled in Election districts Nos. 1 and 2 in
and for the Town of Palmyra, Wayne County, New Y ork, have become excessive for the
proper handling of said registration and voting, and

Whereas, the Commissioners of Electionsin and for the county of Wayne have
recommended to this Board that the Election Districts should be revised so asto
accommodate the large vote and registration, and

Wheress, in accordance with the above facts, this Board at its meeting on April 30, 1929,
did appoint a special committee to make a tentative plan for the revision and alteration of
said districts and to submit such plans to this Board and therefore be it

Resolved that the Palmyra Town Board in session this 22nd day of May, 1929, does
hereby approved and adopt the plans for the re-division of the Election District of the
Town submitted by a specid committee appointed for such purpose and that the Election
Districts hereby submitted and approved become the official Election Districts of the
Town of Pamyra.

District No. 1: Beginning at a point at the center line of Main Street, north of the center line of
the Village Hall to the center line of the brook at the center line of Jackson Street, thence easterly
along the center line of Jackson Street, including all citizens residing on the south side of



Jackson Street to the center line of Fayette Street, thence southerly aong the center line of
Fayette Street, including al citizens residing on the west side of Fayette Street to the center line
of Foster Street, thence easterly along the center line of Foster Street, including al citizens
residing of the south side of Foster Street to the center line of Johnson Street Road, thence
southerly along the center line of Johnson Street Road, including al citizens residing on the west
side of Johnson Street Road to the south Town Line, thence westerly along the south Town Line
to the West Town Line, thence northerly along the west Town Lineto a point directly opposite
the center line of Jackson Street, thence easterly along the center line of Jackson Street, including
all citizensresiding on the south sde of Jackson Street to the center line of Washington Street,

line of the old Erie Canal to the South Town Line, thence westerly along the south Town Line to
the center line of the Johnson Street Road, including al citizens residing on the east side of the
Johnson Street road to the center line of Foster Street, thence westerly along the center line of
Foster Street, including all citizens residing on the north side of Foster Street to the center line of
Fayette Street, thence northerly along the center line of Fayette Street, including all citizens
residing on the east side of Fayette Street to the center line of Jackson Street, thence westerly
along the center line of Jackson Street, including all citizens residing on the north side of Jackson
Street to the center line of the brook, thence northerly to the place of beginning.

District No. 3: Beginning at a point at the center line of Main Street north of the center line of
the Village Hall, thence northerly to the center line of the canal, thence westerly to Church
Street, Maple Avenue, and Spier Road, thence northerly including all citizens residing on both
side of Church Street, Maple Avenue, and Spier Road to the North Town Line, thence westerly
along the North Town Line to the West Town Line, thence southerly along the West Town Line
to apoint opposite to the center line of Jackson Street, thence easterly along the center line of
Jackson Street, including al citizens living on the north side of Jackson Street to the center line
of Washington Street, thence northerly along the center line of Washington Street, including all
citizens living on the west side of Washington Street to the center line of Main Street, thence
easterly along the center line of Main Street, including al citizens living on the north side of
Main Street to the place of beginning.

District No. 4: Beginning at a point at the center line of Main Street, north of the center line of

District No. 5: Commencing at a point at the North Town Line, thence southerly, including all
citizens living east of the Shilling or No. 9 School House Road to the center line of the old Erie
Canal, thence southerly along the center line of the old Erie Canal to the South Town Line,
thence easterly along the South Town Line to the East Town Line, thence northerly along the
East Town Lineto the North Town Line, thence westerly along the North Town Line to the point
of beginning.
